The Nicene Creed  The people stand.     The Book of Common Prayer, p. 358 
We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty,  
       maker of heaven and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen. 
We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ,  
        the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father, 

   God from God, Light from Light,  
   true God from true God,  
   begotten, not made,  
   of one Being with the Father;  
   Through him all things were made.   



For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven, 
by the power of the Holy Spirit,  
    he became incarnate from the Virgin Mary, and was made man. 

    For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate;  
         he suffered death and was buried. 
        On the third day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; 
         he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of the Father.

Form IV, The Book of Common Prayer, p. 388 
 

Priest Kneeling together, let us pray for the Church and for the world,  
offering the names associated with our thanksgivings and intercessions,  
and then joining the congregational refrain by responding, “Hear our prayer.” 

 

The Intercessor leads our prayers, offering silence for the congregation and clergy to add any names—
silently or aloud—and then bidding the congregation’s response to each petition by saying,  
     “Lord, in your mercy.” 
People     Hear our prayer.    
 

The Celebrant then prays a concluding collect. 
 

The Confession and Absolution  The people remain kneeling

At the conclusion of the prayer, the people respond, Amen.
